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The sources of income of the Fund are mainly the member
companies under the Centaline Group. A certain percentage of
the annual net profits would be donated. Among the members,
Centaline Property has so far been the largest contributor. Besides,
the Fund also received individual donations from staff members of
Centaline Group and Centaline Eagle Club, as a way to give back
to the community. In the past year, the government's measures to
cool the property market resulted in a substantial decline in
property transactions, which in turn affected the income of the
Fund.
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It is the objective of the Fund to distribute its resources to people
with different needs. In 2013, the Fund made sponsorship
amounted to a total of 9.67million HKD, mainly to helping the
disadvantaged, which made up 38.7% of the total funding. Under
this category, sponsored projects included the Centaline Charity
Fund Scholarship and FTU Occupational Safety and Health Fund.
